If you are 50+ come and join the hundreds of 

healthy and active people who participate in the programs and services of the centre including 

drop in programs, trips, active living programs and general interest courses, great lunches, driver 

education, blood pressure and income tax clinics, peer support for the visually impaired and self 

help groups.

The Centre provides a safe and friendly place that youth can call their own. The Centre is located
